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Homeless children bounce from place to place, are forced to grow up faster than most children and 
often times have no where to go in the hours after school.  One thing they lack is something money 
can’t buy, the opportunity to play.  That’s why CCN provides an after school program for children 
whose families reside in motels along Colfax.  Each weekday afternoon through the school year be-
tween 3 p.m. & 6 p.m. you can find our CCN after school program providing up to 20 children with a 
healthy snack, an opportunity to get assistance with their homework, ex-
ploring nearby parks & venues with exciting field trips & singing along 
with Radio Disney. 

The fun doesn't stop with the After School Program.  CCN also provides 3 
sessions of free summer camp for children living in motels. Each session 
runs for 2 weeks at a time throughout the summer. Each day provides 
healthy food, rotations of fun activities around CCN, opportunities to learn 
how to swim, golf & experience Denver/surrounding venues. The fun con-
tinues after the summer sessions for the 8-12 year olds with an exciting trip 
exploring the state of Colorado by train/or van with tents in our hands & 
camping on our minds. 
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This is CCN’s second year anniversary of the Parent-Tot Support Group. 
Parents come with their infants, toddlers and preschool children. After 
spending Gathering Time together singing songs, finger plays and reading 
stories, moms and children separate. Children develop socialization, mo-
tor and cognitive skills in a play environment guided by staff and volun-
teers experienced in early childhood education. Moms enjoy time together 
doing crafts while supporting one another and developing a sense of com-
munity. Moms also have opportunities to learn about support services and 
resources.  Births, birthdays and holidays are celebrated with style by the 
Parent Tot Support Group.   
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Through a grant from the Donnell Initiative Fund, Colfax Community Network pr oudly debuted the 
CCN Basketball teams in 2005.  There are two teams, one for the second and third graders and one 
for the fourth and fifth graders.  Last season, the teams were coached by Martin Peterson and Julie 
Silsby.  Three of the older boys on the team graduated to assistant coach status, learning important 
teamwork and leadership skills.  Both teams had winning seasons and most importantly, they had 
fun!   
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Four years ago, the local community of faith asked to partner with Colfax Community Network to 
develop a program for families who would otherwise be trapped in the motels.  The high rental rates 
in the motels make it extremely difficult for hardworking families to save enough money for deposit 
and first month’s rent. This collaborative effort between CCN and the local faith community gives 
eligible families rental deposit, first month’s rent, furniture, household goods, and the things that give 
families a sense of home.  The community of faith also works on getting furniture donations for other 
families that are able to find housing without our financial assistance but are in desperate need of 
household goods. The Housing Partnerships volunteers hold an annual Spaghetti Dinner Fundraiser 
at a local church to assist in the funding of this program.  Families that have transitioned from home-
lessness are always welcomed at CCN, and many continue to participate in our programs for the 
sense of community they find here.   
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Family Night was the very first program implemented by CCN in 1999.  
On the fourth Thursday of every month, CCN provides a community 
dinner for families living in motels.  We provide transportation, games, 
food and most importantly, community building.  Family Night is de-
signed to bring together the motel community, and give them a chance 
to get to know others who are experiencing the same kind of homeless-
ness.  Meals are cooked by local volunteer groups and speakers from the 
community are welcome to come and introduce their services or pro-
grams to our families.  CCN considers Family Night one of the most im-
portant services we offer.  In 2005, we served over 800 people through 
Family Night. 
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The Access to Services project seeks to establish a relationship with homeless families by reaching out 
to them in motels along the Colfax corridor throughout Aurora, Denver, and Lakewood.  CCN sets 
up a temporary office in motels where we try to make a connection with families and find resources 
to assist them in putting their lives back together. We distribute food, hygiene items, bus tokens, toys, 
clothing, and many referrals for medical care, educational assistance, food banks, and shelter to 
name a few. The Stout Street Medical Van’s medical assistant and nurse practitioner examine people 
in need of immediate care and set up follow-up appointments at their main location.  CCN, in col-
laboration with Denver Public Schools, ensures children are enrolled in school, have transportation, 
and are receiving the assistance they need.   This is also an opportunity to invite families to partici-
pate in CCNs numerous programs including Family Night, After School Program, and Girls Group.  
Many families decide to join our programs and become part of the great families that make CCN a 
community.  In 2005, Colfax Community Network assisted 1,525 people through the Access to Ser-
vices Program.   
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The Food Bank at CCN assists with emergency food, hygiene, and bus tokens for people living in mo-
tels, daily between the hours of 12 and 2 p.m.  They come for the friendliness and compassion that is 
offered when they walk through the door.  Tammy Herbert has been running the food bank for the 
last five years, and is the stronghold behind the emergency services project.  Everyone who comes to 
the food bank knows Tammy and is able to make a connection with her.  In 2005, Colfax Community 
Network assisted 1,168 people through our Emergency Services Program.   
 
Colfax Community Network is proud to announce that Tammy Herbert is the recipient of the 2006 
Colorado Coalition for the Homeless Michael Gilbert Outstanding Achievement Award, for a home-
less or formerly homeless person who has used their experience to work toward the prevention and 
elimination of homelessness. 

Crime and violence along the Colfax corridor is a reality which the adolescent girls in CCN’s Girls’ 
Group must face daily.  This program is designed to provide a safe environment where they can re-
ceive the support they need from their peers, CCN staff, and a licensed therapist.  The group has a 
daily ‘check-in’ where they express to the group the issues they are facing in their lives and ask for 
the support they need.  In the past, the girls have participated in numerous field trips and activities 
that they would otherwise not be exposed to.  Last summer, two members of the Girls Group were se-
lected to be camp leaders for the younger children on CCN’s trip to Glenwood Springs.  The Rape 
Awareness & Assistance Program (RAAP) provides self defense classes and teaches the girls to main-
tain healthy relationships and boundaries. The Girls’ Group 
program supported CCN’s Arts & Crafts Fair by making and 
selling jewelry.  They have also volunteered in various events 
such as Family Night and the Spaghetti Dinner.  CCN provides 
financial assistance for them to participate in other extracur-
ricular activities through their school or other community cen-
ters.   Each session is ended with a meditation and a hug remind-
ing the girls they know where to come when they are in need of 
emotional support.  In 2005, 23 girls participated in the Girls’ 
Group.
